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Abstract:

Popular culture is a powerful force that shapes social values, identities, and everyday practices in the
contemporary digital era. With the expansion of global media platforms and communication technologies,
young working professionals are increasingly exposed to diverse cultural forms that influence their attitudes
and perceptions. This study examines the impact of popular culture on society and identity formation among
corporate employees aged 18-25 working at HCL Technologies.

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Methodology

The study adopted a survey-based quantitative
research design using structured questionnaires to
collect data on respondents’ engagement with
popular culture and their perceptions of its social
impact.

The
presence of spirituality and Korean dramas at 2%
each highlights niche interests within the broader
cultural landscape, indicating a diverse array of
influences on individual tastes. Overall, the survey
underscores the richness and diversity of popular
culture, reflecting the dynamic interplay between
media consumption, personal identity, and cultural
trends.

2. Do you think popular culture reflects or influences society?

The prevalence of
entertainment focused content in popular culture
may distract audiences from engaging with more
pressing social issues, leading to apathy or
disengagement. 16.3% respondents opted for the
“May be” option by believing that popular culture
can be a catalyst for change, it might not posses
the sole power to bring about widespread social
transformation.

Discussion of Survey Findings

Survey responses indicate that movies and music
remain dominant forms of popular culture
consumption, reflecting their continued relevance
in shaping emotions, identities, and social
conversations (Storey, 2018). Social media also
emerged as a significant platform, highlighting its
role in mediating cultural trends and accelerating

A majority of respondents acknowledged that
popular culture reflects and influences society,
supporting scholarly arguments that media both
mirrors social realities and actively shapes them
(Hall, 1997). Respondents also expressed nuanced
views on identity formation, recognising popular
culture as an important—but not exclusive—
factor influencing self-perception and social
identity (Buckingham, 2008).

Opinions on celebrity responsibility revealed
scepticism toward celebrities as moral role
models, aligning with critical perspectives that
view celebrity culture as commercially driven
rather than ethically grounded (McRobbie, 2004).
At the same time, concerns about stereotypes
indicate awareness of how popular culture can
reinforce gender, racial, and social biases, a
critique long raised by cultural theorists (Adorno
& Horkheimer, 2002).

Findings related to inclusivity and globalization
suggest cautious optimism. Most respondents
perceived popular culture as increasingly
inclusive, reflecting broader representational shifts
in media industries (Kellner, 1995). However,
responses also acknowledged cultural
homogenization and the dominance of global—
often Western—media forms, echoing debates on
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globalization and cultural power (Tomlinson, Storey, J. (2018). Cultural Theory and Popular
